May the
light of the Risen One be radiant in the hearts of all men and spread the peace that he alone can
give.

God willing, in a week’s time | will be in Sarajevo for my long-awaited meeting with the people of
that city, which has become as it were a symbol of our century, marked by tragic conflicts and
open to prospects of renewed hope. | am sure that you will accompany me with your prayer and |
