TO THE PILGRIMS FROM AUSTRALIA

Saturday, 8 April 1972

Dear sons and daughters from Australia,

It is a joy for us today to receive your group and to welcome you to the Vatican.

We know that Cardinal Gilroy intended to be with you on your world tour and that regrettably he was unable to come.
